Consolidation of current 800 universities and
40000 colleges into about 15000 large, well-resourced, vibrant multidisciplinary institutions. All higher
education institutions to be consolidated into three types of institutions

1. Research Universities-equal focus on research and teaching

2. Teaching Universities- primary focus on teaching with significant focus on research

3. Autonomous degree-granting colleges—almost exclusive focus on teaching

Faculty recruitment based on academic expertise, teaching capacities, dispositions for public
service.

Appropriately designed permanent employment (tenure) track system in all institutions by 2030.

This Policy aims to set up effective, enabling and responsive regulation to encourage excellence

and public-spiritedness in higher education.

National Higher Education Regulatory Authority- only regulator for all higher education
including professional education.

Professional standards for teachers (P5.4.4):

Clearly laid out professional standards for teachers will inform career progression of teachers. A

common guiding set of National Professional Standards for Teachers (NPST) will be developed by
2022, coordinated by the National Council for Teacher Education (NCTE) and NCERT, while
involving the SCERTSs, teachers from across levels and regions, expert organisations in teacher
preparation and development, and higher educational institutions.
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Facilitating transformation of the education system

None of this will be possible without passionate and committed school teachers and faculty in
higher education institutions who will take charge of transforming the education system as envisioned
in this Policy. For this, they also need to be adequately prepared. Teacher preparation, orientation and
training will, therefore, move into the higher education sector, into multidisciplinary environments
available at universities. The contributions of teachers to all aspects of improving the education system,
through teaching, research, institution building, student empowerment and such other aspects will be
recognised.

Strengthening madrasas, maktabs, and other traditional or religious schools and modernising their
curriculum (P6.5.2):

Existing traditional or religious schools such as madrasas, maktabs, gurukuls, pathshalas and
religious schools from the Hindu, Sikh, Jain, Buddhist and other traditions may be encouraged to
preserve their traditions and pedagogical styles, but at the same time must be supported to also
integrate the subject and learning areas prescribed by the National Curricular Framework into their
curricula in order to reduce and eventually eliminate the under-representation of children from these
schools in higher education. The programmes being implemented to encourage traditional or religious
institutions to modernise their curriculum will be expanded and strengthened.

Curricula that take into account the needs of the urban poor (P6.6.3):

Some parts of the curriculum will be redesigned to help students from urban poor families
navigate life in urban poor areas, and will include: matters of health and safety, clean drinking water,
the harmful effects of substance abuse, ethics, nonviolence, matters of gender equality, respect for
women, tolerance and empathy for people of all backgrounds, multilingualism, the harmful side of
improper use of technology such as smartphones, beneficial uses of technology, financial literacy,
aspirations for employment and higher education and skills and vocational training. The curriculum
will be designed to maximise health and safety, opportunities for learning and the future security and
productivity of children from urban poor families.

Scholarships for differently-abled students (P6.8.8):

As a part of the efforts to enhance participation of differently-abled children in school
education, scholarships for talented and meritorious students will be offered on a more liberal scale,
especially at the secondary stage of education, to facilitate their entry into higher education.

District Education Council — Zilla Shiksha Parishad (P7.6.3):

Each district will have a DEC/ZSP for oversight of the functioning of the school system in the
district, and to enable the functioning and empowerment of the schools, school complexes, SCMCs,
and SMCs. The DEC will also enable coordination with other departments of the State e.g. the
Department of Woman and Child Development, Department of Health and the Department of Higher
Education. The DEC will report to the DSE and will focus on achievement of the educational outcomes
for the district. It will not have any regulatory or standard setting role. The DEC will play a key role in
encouraging teachers and schools to improve, for this it may devise specific schemes for schools and
school complexes, especially for recognition and replication of good practices.

The collector/district magistrate will chair the DEC. The DEO will be the executive officer of the
DEC. It will have 15-20 members, including parents, teachers, principals, civil society organisation
representatives and the principal of the DIET. At least five of the members will be people with
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expertise in education, with a track record of public contribution in that district - this will be in
addition to the teachers and principals in the DEC.

All BEOs of the districts will be invitees to the DEC. The DEC will develop a mid-term and
short-term District Education Development Plan (DEDP), on the basis of the SDPs and SCDPs of the
district. The framework for this will be decided by the DSE.

No hard separation of arts and sciences (P4.4.3):

All students will have the opportunity to engage deeply in the arts and humanities as well as in
the study of the sciences and social sciences. Such a separation will be discouraged in higher education
as well (see in Section 11.2)

Liberal arts approach in higher education

Since the times of Nalanda and Takshashila or even earlier, the history of higher education in
India recognised the holistic aspect of all human knowledge and enquiry as fundamentally connected.
The holistic nature of knowledge as imparted through a broad and interwoven education is an
important factor for the preparation of students for life, work and to be an effective member of
society. In this context, several institutions of higher studies across the world have implemented what
we today characterise as Liberal Education through an array of different disciplines that include the
Arts, Humanities, Mathematics and Sciences suitably integrated with a deeper study of a special area of
interest. The available assessments on such an approach that integrate the humanities and arts with
Science, Technology, Engineering, and Mathematics (STEM) have showed positive learning outcomes.

Masters and Doctoral programmes will be called ‘graduate’ programmes, as these programmes
will follow undergraduate education. The aim will be for graduate students to become increasingly
involved in teaching undergraduates through the liberal education approach, involved with internships
in industry, involved with service in the community, and involved in collaboration with research
faculty, in order to foster the highest possible quality education and research in graduate programmes.
Institutional and faculty autonomy will help greatly in developing such initiatives for developing
quality.

Masters and Doctoral programmes will also be significantly enhanced by being located in
vibrant multidisciplinary communities, by the breaking of silos and via the overall liberal education
approach. As such, there will be an increased emphasis on developing interdisciplinary research
projects for graduate students, and on developing research relevant to local communities and the
nation. Connections with education, with local, State, and National cultures and communities, and
with industry (as is in the aim of the liberal education approach) will be exploited in order to enable
higher quality and more relevant research.

More explicitly, the outcomes here include, among other things, increased critical thinking
abilities, higher order thinking and deeper learning, mastery of content, problem solving, team work
and communication skills besides general engagement and enjoyment of learning. Even though such
conclusive assessments are yet to be available through studies, including systematic research in India,
the available assessments elsewhere are persuasive enough to introduce Liberal Education at the
undergraduate level for preparing students to navigate their way into the future with a variety of
employment scenarios as well as many other roles they will play in their professions. This approach to
the structure of undergraduate education envisaged in the policy is both appropriate in the present
context and at the same time futuristic in recognising the many uncertainties in the evolving nature of
the multiplicity of human endeavours as well as related ecosystems.
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Study of Sanskrit and knowledge of its extensive literature (P4.5.14):

Sanskrit has been a great repository of knowledge pertaining to numerous subjects including
science, mathematics, medicine, law, economics, politics, music, linguistics, drama, storytelling,
architecture, and more, by authors from all walks of life. Sanskrit (and Prakrit) has played a great role
in the Indian tradition of the quest for knowledge, including the study of the 64 kalas or liberal arts.

Considering the special importance of Sanskrit to the growth and development of Indian
languages, and its unique contribution to knowledge development in as well as the cultural unity of
the country, facilities for the study of Sanskrit, its scientific nature, and including samplings of diverse
ancient and medieval writings in Sanskrit from a diverse set of authors (e.g. the plays of Kalidasa and
Bhasa), will be made widely available in schools and higher educational institutions. Sanskrit will be
offered at all levels of school and higher education as one of the optional languages on par with all
Scheduled 8 languages. Sanskrit textbooks at the Foundational and Middle school level may be
rewritten in Simple Standard Sanskrit (SSS) in order to teach Sanskrit through Sanskrit (STS) and make
its study truly enjoyable.

National Testing Agency strengthened to conduct college and university entrance examinations
(P4.9.6):

The autonomous NTA will comprise of numerous academic, educational and psychometric
experts. And from 2020 onwards will administer aptitude tests and tests in specific subjects that can be
taken on multiple occasions. The test will be taken during the year in order to reduce the intense and
unnecessary pressures of the university entrance examinations system. The NTA tests will aim to assess
essential concepts, knowledge, and higher order skills from the national common curriculum as per the
NCF (National Curricular Framework) in each subject, for the purpose of aiding colleges and
universities in their admissions decisions.

While admissions to institutions of higher learning will be based on criteria that higher
educational institutions choose to set. But most educational institutions and many employers will be
encouraged to use these NTA tests rather than their own examinations to ease the burden on students
and on themselves. This will help to eliminate the intensity, stressfulness and wasted time of the Grade
12 examination season faced by students every year as well as by so many higher educational
institutions and employers.

The NTA will develop strategies for ensuring validity and reliability of its assessments and to
create credibility of its tests for admissions to universities and colleges across India as well as other
countries. The NTA may also partner with institutions in the country and across the world to build up
its capability. It will work in close collaboration with school systems, HEls, Professional Standard
Setting Bodies (PSSBs) (See P18.3.1) and all other relevant institutions in the education system. It may
constitute an Advisory Board with representatives from such institutions which would ensure that its
work remains relevant and forward-looking.

Due to its large-scale work, the NTA may also serve as a storehouse for assessment data in the
country, which it may use and make available to external academics for educational research purposes
and to policymakers within appropriate ethical considerations. Through assessment, data collection
and other initiatives towards research and assessment-literacy among all stakeholders and building of
capacity for formative assessment, the NTA will be committed to improve education quality and access
across the country.

(P4.9)It is, thus, of high importance that the NTA (National Testing Agency) serve as a
premiere, expert, autonomous testing organisation to conduct entrance examinations for admissions
and fellowships in higher educational institutions. The NTA will be entrusted with the responsibility of
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assessing competence at scale in an efficient, transparent, and rigorous manner, using state-of-the-art
methods in test preparation, test delivery, and test analysis. It will use the best subject experts,
psychometricians and IT-delivery and security professionals to ensure high quality assessment across the
board.

Role of higher education institutions in arriving scenario (P7.3.4):

1) Universities, colleges and polytechnics in the vicinities of schools will contribute to improve school
outcomes using the capacities relevant to school education that they may have.

2) This may be particularly useful for secondary schools in terms of support for subject content and in offering
physical resources such as laboratories, books and playgrounds.

3) Specific contributions will also be possible in supporting schools to offer vocational courses, including by
the use of facilities in colleges and polytechnics.

4) Each college will be functionally related to one or more school complexes in their neighbourhood and
provide such support.

5) The universities and colleges could also support students with singular talents and interests from the local
schools / school complexes.

6) Many such possibilities of support will emerge, as the HEls integrate community service into their
Institutional Development Plans (IDPs), including with regard to school education and adult education.

7) Each district will have at least one HEI offering high quality liberal education programmes (see P10.15).

8) This HEI will play a significant role in supporting the school systems in the district to improve, for example,
by supporting teacher professional development and helping in the development of localized vocational
courses.

To sum up, Role of Teacher in Higher Education as concerned to National Education Policy
2020 is very different. He should be friend, philosopher and guide in education system. His activities
should be research based and his knowledge should be helpful to society.

By 2030, only educationally sound, multidisciplinary, and integrated teacher education
programmes shall be in force. As teacher education requires multidisciplinary inputs, and education in
high-quality content as well as pedagogy, all teacher education programmes must be conducted within
composite multidisciplinary institutes. It will be a multi-disciplinary activity full of educational spirit.
This will be a stepping stone to reform Teacher Education. These colleges will provide subject-wise and
grade-wise teaching during the 4 years course.

Objective of Teacher Education as mentioned in NEP- 2020:

“Ensure that teachers are given highest quality training in content, pedagogy, and practice, by
moving the teacher education system into multidisciplinary colleges and universities, and establishing
the four-year integrated Bachelor’s Degree as the minimum qualification for all school teachers.”

As teacher education requires multidisciplinary inputs, and education in high-quality content as
well as pedagogy, all teacher education programmes must be conducted within composite
multidisciplinary institutions.

To this end, all multidisciplinary universities and colleges - will aim to establish, education
departments which, besides carrying out cutting-edge research in various aspects of education, will also
run B.Ed. programmes, in collaboration with other departments such as psychology, philosophy,
sociology, neuroscience, Indian languages, arts, music, history, literature, physical education, science
and mathematics.

The 4-year integrated B.Ed. will be a dual-major holistic Bachelor’s degree, in Education as
well as a specialized subject such as a language, history, music, mathematics, computer science,
chemistry, economics, art, physical education, etc.

Syllabus:

National Curriculum Framework will be restructured with all types of text-books. The 4-year
integrated B.Ed. will be a dual-major holistic Bachelor’s degree, in Education as well as a specialized
subject such as a language, history, music, mathematics, computer science, chemistry, economics, art,
physical education, etc.

Admissions:

Each higher education institution will have a network of government and private schools to
work closely with, where potential teachers will student-teach along with participating in other
activities such as community service, adult and vocational education, etc. like in school complexes.

In order to maintain uniform standards for teacher education, the admission to pre-service
teacher preparation programmes shall be through suitable subject and aptitude tests conducted by the
National Testing Agency, and shall be standardized keeping in view the linguistic and cultural diversity
of the country.

In-Service Teacher Training:

In-service training for continuous professional development will be provided to improve
quality of teaching and to create high quality teaching-aids to meet current needs.

In-service continuous professional development (CPD) for college and university teachers will
continue through the existing institutional arrangements and ongoing initiatives; these will be
strengthened and substantially expanded to meet the needs of enriched teaching-learning processes for
quality education.
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All fresh Ph.D. entrants, irrespective of discipline, will be required to take credit-based courses
in teaching/education/pedagogy/writing related to their chosen Ph.D subject during their doctoral
training period.

Evaluation:

All the colleges will have autonomous status and also have authority to establish their
evaluation system at their own. They will award the degrees after completion of the 4-year
educational tenure.

Digital and On-line Teaching- Learning Platforms:

The use of technology platforms such as SWAYAM/DIKSHA for online training of teachers will
be encouraged, so that standardized training programmes can be administered to large numbers of
teachers within a short span of time.

A National Mission for Mentoring shall be established, with a large pool of outstanding
senior/retired faculty — including those with the ability to teach in Indian languages — who would be
willing to provide short and long-term mentoring/professional support to university/college teachers.

Teaching-Learning process will be digital with on-line classes facility. Use of smart-boards and
smart phones will be the part of regular activities. Activities, tests and exams will be digitalized and
smart with graded syllabus.

Advancement in Teaching-Learning Aids:

Teacher-Education will be highly advanced with modern tools and techniques. The smart-
boards, recording rooms and studios will play important role to shape the future of the student-
teachers.

ICT as the base:

Use of ICT tools like computers, tabs or laptops will be obligatory. Audio-visual aids will be the
integral part of this teacher-education program. This will play a vital role to upgrade the students as
well as the teachers.

Restructuring Teacher Education: Areas

Live lectures, guest-lectures and visits to the best-schools will provide ample opportunity to

observe and interact with the people working in the field of education.

Some major issues to change:
1.The traditional teaching methods are to be set aside.
2 Teacher-centred classrooms must transform to child-centred.
3 'Out of the box' thinking with 'out of school atmosphere.
4 Completing coursework must be replaced with extending activities.
5 Value-oriented and activity-based social programmes

7 Action Research or Dissertation as a part of evaluation.
8. Practical work to play major role in evaluation.
9 Indian thinkers, educators and Indian methodology of teaching, - part of the syllabus.

Role of a teacher in the implementation of NEP 2020 :

As teacher is at the centre of ‘Teacher Education Policy’, it is the moral responsibility of the
teachers to implement the policy planned by the Government for the best of the teachers. It is an
honest effort of the government to honour the teachers with their past dignity and social status
through this new policy.
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One who desires to be a teacher in this 21 century, he is to opt for 4-year degree course
specially designed to build his/her career. The institutes meant to impart education through this course,
need to create required infrastructure with the capacity to provide multidisciplinary courses and
mentors along with expert faculty. These institutes need to work with school complexes and some
vocational institutions to meet with the practical work. The candidates seeking admissions to this
integrated B.Ed. course will have to appear for the common aptitude entrance test to be conducted by
National Testing Agency. It will be an impartial agency to select the interested and capable candidates.

After pre-service training, the teachers need to do their continuous professional development
(CPD) through various authorised institutes. They require ICT based knowledge to receive the digital
and on-line trainings.

Restructuring the Strategy to Inculcate Quality in Educational Research: NEP-2020

Abstract

The last decade has seen a massive worldwide expansion in the production of Ph.D. From having been
the gateway to membership of the traditional academic disciplines at universities, Ph.D. programmers’ are now
offered at many different higher education institutions and in a wide variety of specializations, many of which
are interdisciplinary, professionally-oriented or applied. The Ph.D. has thereby become a qualification for a more
diverse set of career pathways, including various clinical specializations in the health sector, public administration
and the private sector. The Indian Ph.D. education system has undergone a major expansion, with the number of
doctoral candidates approximately doubling since 2010, with the strongest increases in medical and health
sciences, and the natural sciences and social sciences. This expansion has been the result of political priority being
placed on increasing the recruitment of Ph.D. candidates in these fields of higher education. The need for
educating the next generation of academic teachers and staff in the higher education institutions was a main goal
with the expansion of the system, but increasing the overall level of competencies in society more generally, and
particularly in the health sector and the private enterprise sector, was also a long-term goal of the expansion of
the system. With this in mind, special efforts have been made to promote quality research in NEP-2020. The
policy proposes to establish Research University as a part of the same. The recommendation to establish a
Research University is a distinct feature of NEP-2020. In the future, we will see independent Universities
established for research. The NEP-2020 expects that research from such universities should be of high quality. If
such quality research is to take place, some policy and administrative changes are expected. In this paper
discussed the changes that are expected to take place at which level to inculcate quality research.

The growing volume of educational research accompanied by a falling standard of educational
research has set a number of educational researchers to think seriously. There is no question that the
academic health in most universities in India is not in a good shape as reflected by the general lack of
enthusiasm and passion for teaching/learning or research in the faculty as well as the students.

Quality of Research: NEP-2020 an Overview

To strengthen quality research and refine higher education, the NEP 2020 has recently
brought many changes. They are:

1. Introduction of credit-based courses and hours in teaching, education and pedagogy for
Ph.D. students. The policy suggests mandatory engagement of teaching assistantship and assistance
to faculty;

2. Ph. Ds in multidisciplinary and professional areas such as in the field of healthcare,
agriculture and law have to be included by all universities.

3. A person undertaking a Ph.D. should have either a master’s degree or a four-year
bachelor’s degree with research, and the MPhil degree will not be continued.

4. To establish separate Research University for promoting quality of research and
inculcating ethical research culture

For growing and catalyzing quality research in the nation, the NEP 2020 envisions the
establishment of a National Research Foundation (NRF) with the aim of allowing a culture of
research to permeate our universities.

In particular, the NRF will provide a reliable base of merit-based but equitable peer-
reviewed research funding, help develop a culture of research in the country through suitable
incentives, and undertake major initiatives to seed and grow research at state universities and other
public institutions where the capability is currently limited. The NRF needs to be competitively
funded for all disciplines to successfully carry out research that will be recognized, and where
relevant, implemented through close linkages with governmental agencies as well as industry and
private/philanthropic organizations. The aim of the NEP 2020 is to make higher education
institutions multidisciplinary. The objective is to move towards learning about how to think
critically and solve problems, how to be creative, and how to innovate, adapt, and absorb new
material in novel and changing fields. This move towards large multidisciplinary HEls should be
carried out as swiftly as possible, and in a systematic manner by consolidating and restructuring
existing institutions while building new ones—including establishing new world-class model
institutions of this type (model multidisciplinary colleges) across the country, and creating at least
one large high quality multidisciplinary HEI in (or close to) every district.

So what is the solution? Here are some discussions;
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Administrator Pont of View:

1.

In order to improve quality of educational research for Ph.D. programme, UGC should be pursued to
create a Cell where information from all the Indian Universities regarding registrations of topics in a
particular subject for Ph.D. is available at the initial stage of research. As soon as RRC (Research
Recognition Committee) of University clears a topic, it should be sent to UGC and only after clearance
from UGC, student should be finally registered for Ph.D.

Research Institute can also take some initiative of their own in this direction by setting up a Cell in their
Libraries where all the information regarding registration of topics in a particular subject of all the
Research Institute is collected from internet and websites of different Universities and also by requesting
them personally.

Research Recognition Committee mentioned standards for pose a significant, important topic that can be
investigated empirically and that contributes to the knowledge base

RRC ensure the study design, methods, and procedures are sufficiently transparent and ensure an
independent, balanced, and objective approach to the research

Currently, Educational research system is in a very poor state. It has become the last priority and this can
be changed only by changing the mindset of the people holding decision making positions.

Today’s system is Identity of candidates is not kept secret from the examiners of Ph.D. thesis. Not only
are these, even the names of supervisors boldly printed on the title of thesis. As a result, most of the
examiners do not evaluate the thesis but write Reports/Award Grades proportionately to the status of
the supervisor. That’s why while sending Ph.D. thesis for evaluation to external examiners, ldentity of
both supervisor as well as candidates should be kept a closely guarded secret.

To improve quality of Higher Research, Video Recording of Viva-Voce of Ph.D. Candidates is a must. If
Viva-Voce of Ph.D. candidate is excellent, then the video recording of such a Viva-Voce will help future
candidates for Ph.D. to learn and to improve their own performance. In some cases where Ph.D.
Candidates in connivance with their Supervisor and external examiner indulge in malpractices then Video
Recording of Viva-Voce will act as a deterrent.

Research Scholar Pont of View:

1.

With increasing number of research supervisors, there is increase in the number of research scholars too.
It is a fact that there are more part-time research scholars than full time research students. The part-time
research scholars who are in service do not in general have any research atmosphere in the place of their
work. It is essential that they must reside at least one and half year at the research centre in whole
period. His stay will enable him (1) to interact with his guide and other researcher, (2) to consult living
research supervisor and non-living research supervisor and (3) to get a proper insight in to his research
problem.

Those who want to register for Ph.D. programme, firstly aware that my attitude and aptitude is strongly
agreed for research vision.

Unless and until a researcher scholar has adequately studied the essential literature pertaining to the area
of his interest, analyzed the existing status and identified the problem which he could discuss with
confidence justifying the need for research, he should not be given entry to the Ph.D.

Research Scholar regularly participated publication and communication activities, usually involving
conference, seminar, symposia.

Research scholar most commonly refers to the scientific process encompassing all aspects of study design;
in particular, it pertains to the judgment regarding the match between the methods and questions,
selection of subjects, measurement of outcomes, and protection against systematic bias, nonsystematic
bias, and inferential error.

Supervisors Point of View:

A good supervisor also may not be in a position to turn out a quality product if a week person is given
entry to the Ph.D. programme.
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In addition to three years of teaching experience at the P.G., he must passed ‘Methodology and
techniques of research’ course to become recognized as a research guide.

The teacher after he is recognized as research supervisor should as far as possible enroll student in his
own area of specialization.

Supervisor should not be involved at any stage, in selecting the panel of the examiners. This will make
the supervisor work harder and take the Ph.D. thesis of his student more seriously.

At times rejection of a Ph.D. thesis would serve the purpose because either the supervisors will start
taking things seriously or they will stop guiding any Ph.D. student. It is better to produce only a few
good quality theses than to have a number of feeble thesis.

As a result, most of the examiners do not evaluate the thesis but write Reports/Award Grades
proportionately to the status of the supervisor. That’s why while sending Ph.D. thesis for evaluation to
external examiners, Identity of both supervisor as well as candidates should be kept a closely guarded
secret.

More the disease more the income and importance of pharmaceutical
companies. Billions of rupees are invested in constructing and equipping hospitals with modern
technology.

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Instead of curing after getting diseased it is always better not to get diseased. Prevention is always better
than cure.

As prominance is given to health and not disease the term doctor is abolished who are supposed to give
cure. As health is sought for, the person helping us to have health is called as ‘Health angle’ (sm=r).
Every individual will have to pay for being healthy and not for getting cured.

Every individual will take responsibility of his health by taking due care, following the teachings of health
angles and by contributing to Health angels.

Health angel will receive income for keeping families under him healthy and if any disease occurs Health
angle will bear the cost of medicines.

All medicines and any treatment, if at all requied, will be paid and given by Health angle level |, level Il,
level lll, and level VI. With every increasing level the expertise of the Health angle will increase.

Health angel level I, will look after breathing, diating, exersing and thinking activities of the famililes and
members of families under his control. All these families under his control will actully be Health angle’s
extended families. He will teach pranayama, yoga, meditation. He will prescribe diet for each member
of his extended family. He will undertake attitude building sessions.

His efforts will be supported by schools follwing integral education pattern founded on spirituality.
Spirituality has to do nothing with so called religions. It has nothing to do with God, rituals, holy books,
so called holy structures, so called holy persons and so on. Soirituality is a set of behavioural rules,
natural laws and a way of thinking. Spirituality is the same for the whole humanity. It is independent of
religion.

Those who are very poor, upto 90% of the contribution to be given to Health angles (=mr=x) will be
sponsored by wealthy people as charity. It is expected that even poor should raise at least 10% of
monthy contribution. But the donor will know for whom he is making charity and the receiver of charity
will also know the doner. Complete transparancy will have to be maintained.

Health angle level | can have advise from Health angle level Il and on wards, if required.

Although the praposed health architeture is applicable to whole humanity, a pilot study can be done in
India. It is presumed that population of India is 140 crores.

For every 100 families, there will be one Health angle level |. average family size is taken as five
members. That means one Health angle level | will look after the health of five hundred individuals.

For every 600 families, 3000 individuals, there will be one Health angle level Il.

For every 1200 families, 6000 individuals, there will be one Health angle level lll.

This article explores the attitudes of university and school teachers towards inclusive education system.
354 teachers of English and Marathi medium school population was included in the study. Participants
were administered an attitude scale namely- Attitudes toward Inclusive Education Scale (ATIE), developed by by
Dr. Vishal sood & Dr. Arti Anand (2011) to determine teachers’ attitude about the inclusion of students with
special needs into mainstream settings. The study has achieved the objective-to assess the attitudes of teachers
towards the inclusion of students with special need into regular classrooms. The data were analyzed by using
Means and Standard Deviations. However t-test was also applied to compare the groups. The findings suggest
that attitude of English medium primary school teachers attitude towards inclusive education is less than the
attitude of Marathi medium primary school teachers’ attitude towards inclusive education.

Introduction -

The Salamanca Statement and Framework for action on Special Needs Education (1994)
emerged as a result of deliberations held by more than 300 participates representing 92 government
and 25 international organizations. In June 1994 at the end of the conference, the Salamanca
Statement and Framework for Action was unanimously adopted by acclamation ( UNESCO, 1994).

Inclusive Education means, Schools should accommodate all children regardless of the physical,
intellectual, Social, emotional, linguistics or other conditions. To be inclusive in education means that
all students in a school, regardless of their strength or weakness in any area, become part of the school
community. The World Declaration on Education for All adopted in 1990 gave further boost to the
various processes already set in motion in the country. The Rehabilitation Council of India Act 1992
initiated a training program for the development of professionals to respond to the needs of students
with disabilities. The enactment of the People with Disability Act in 1996 provided legislative support.
This act makes it mandatory to provide free education to children with disabilities in an appropriate
environment until the age of 18 years. In 1999, the government passed the National Trust for Welfare
of Persons with Autism, Cerebral Palsy, Mental Retardation and Multiple Disabilities Act for the
economic rehabilitation of people with disabilities. These acts have been instrumental in bringing about
a perceptive change/ improvement in the attitude of government, NGOs and people with disabilities.
In recent years, two major initiatives have been launched by the government for achieving
the goals of universalization of elementary education (UEE): the District Primary Education Program
(DPEP) in 1994 and the Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan (SSA) in 2002. RTE 2009 Act also makes the present
education as a strong system for the elementary children. In spite of the launching the various
programs and schemes in past years, only a limited impact in terms of increasing the participation of
children with disabilities in formal education can be observed. This situation needs to change; a
focused effort is required. Keeping in view recent initiatives on inclusive education, a comprehensive
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review is necessary to help in better understanding the present status of education of children with
disabilities, and how inclusive education can be promoted.

Overall, to study the concept of inclusive education a question arise in the mind of investigator
that why the inclusive education concept is not successful in today’s education system? To find the
answer of particular question researcher understood the one thing that is in our inclusive school the
children with disabilities or the disabled like physically handicapped, blind, deaf and dumb are
admitted in the regular classes.
