Recent Financial Trends:
Indian banking sector has begun offering services electronically via the internet, and it is not lagging
behind. The following are examples of electronic services:

1. Gross Settlement in Real Time (RTGS): The Real Time Gross Settlement system, which was first
implemented in India in March 2004, allows banks to electronically instruct each other to transfer funds
from one account to another. Within two hours, the RTGS system is operated and maintained.
Additionally, the amount of a transaction is unlimited.

2. Transfer of funds electronically (EFT): An electronic payment processing and communication system
is known as electronic funds transfer. Since the RBI also encourages commercial banks to use EFT, it has
become more important in the banking system. This EFT mechanism now allows for funds to be
transferred between and within banks. This cost-effective and quick method of settlement is now used for
high-value transactions (at least one lakh rupees). In most cases, cash, checks, drafts, credit cards, and
other forms of payment are accepted. The debit card system, charge, digital cash, electronic purse, and so
on are the most recent developments in this process.

3. Services for electronic payment—E-Cheques: We hear about e-commerce, e-mail, e-governance, and
other topics these days. Similar to this, a brand-new technology is being developed in the United States
for the introduction of electronic checks, which will eventually take the place of paper checks. The
Negotiable Instruments Act of India has already been amended to include; as a prelude to the
introduction of electronic checks. Cheque instruments and cheques with truncations.

4. ECS, or Electronic Clearing Service,: The Electronic Clearing Service is a retail payment system that
can be used to make a lot of similar payments or receipts in bulk, especially if each payment is small and
repetitive. Instead of allowing individuals to transfer funds, this facility is intended for large-scale
payments by businesses and government agencies.

5. ATM: Automatic Teller Machine The most widely used device in India is the Automatic Teller
Machine, which enables customers to withdraw funds seven days a week, twenty-four hours a day. It is a
device that enables a customer with an ATM card to carry out routine banking transactions without
having to speak with a real person at the counter. ATMs can be used to pay utility bills, transfer funds
between accounts, deposit cash and checks into accounts, check a customer's balance, and more.

6. Cards on Credit: Customers can use these plastic cards to spend as much as they want within the set
limits and pay later. While a credit card is post-paid and has fixed limits, a debit card is a prepaid card
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with stored value. It has been observed that debit cards drive more spending than credit cards. At the
moment, CITY Bank and Time Bank have introduced debit cards, and other banks are following suit and
introducing their own cards.

7. EDI: Electronic Data Interchange The electronic exchange of business documents like purchase orders,
invoices, shipping notices, receiving advice, and so on is known as electronic data interchange. in a
standard, computer-processed format that is widely accepted by trading partners. Payments and financial
data can also be sent electronically using EDI.

8. Banking online: The customer can complete all non-cash-related banking over the phone with Tele
Banking. Automatic Voice Recorder is used for straightforward inquiries and transactions with this
device. Phone terminals that are manned are used for complex queries and transactions.

9. Banking by phone: Customers can easily access large businesses through telephones by banking over the
phone. In order to provide instructions regarding balance transfers, statements of account, cheque books,
stop payments, new schemes, interest rates, and other matters, data are exchanged over the phone. at any
time and place that works for you.

Mohsin
Hamid, in an interview, says: “Yes I’'m pro-migrant. [ personally tend to believe that there is a right to
migration in the same way that there’s a right to love whom you like, to believe what you believe, and to say

While giving her
boxing tricks, Daru was attracted towards the beautiful and shaped body of Mumtaz. Secretly Mumtaz was also
attracted towards him. Both of them were seeking some sort of close relationship. Then Mumtaz used to come
at his home at any time and was making different kinds of reasons. Once she took him towards a palm reader
lady to show his palm and to know about his future.

wells were insufficient; In a before watershed development 26.67% of the farmers had sufficient source of bore
well and 87.33% of the farmers had insufficient source of bore well. In comparison, after watershed, bore well
was sufficient for 45.33% of the farmers and bore well was insufficient for 54.67% of the farmers; before
watershed development, 3.33% of the farmers had sufficient source of river for irrigation while after watershed
development it increased upto 8.00%; before watershed development, 2.00% of the farmers had sufficient
source of pond for irrigation while after watershed development it increased upto 12.67%; it was noted that no
changes sources of canal before or after watershed development.

Her nine characters from it challenged to tell one story by the
instruction of Uma because she is inspiring by a copy of ‘The Canterbury Tales’ as well as it is at her
suggestion that all immigrant survivors narrate a story of something amazing from their encounter of lives.
Because they all trapped in the Visa Office but Divakaruni purposefully brings them together as per various
ages, races, nationalities, different cultures and religions in the small assemble of characters to demonstrate how
human being is a universal condition. All characters faced many challenges in an unnamed place of United
States because of the tremendous earthquake, but there is no any medium to contact with the outside and no any
facilities for rescue taking into account of cultural differences therefore tensions arises among all immigrants.
There are two visa officers, Malthi and Mr. Mangalam, apart from this, other American immigrants like Jiang a
Chinese Indian woman and her gifted teenage granddaughter, Lily. Cameron and ex soldier, Uma is an Indian
American girl, bewildered by her parents’ decision to return to Kolkata. In easy words, Divakaruni represents
their stories of survival and revolutions in hopeless situation with no easy way out. As an immigrant experience
tales are tragic along with life suggestive what it means to be human, as well as the incredible power of
storytelling.

As an Indian Chinese woman, Jiang who fell in love with an Indian young man named Mohit but their
union doesn’t able to be done as a result of Indo Chinese War in 1962. She scrutinizes the consequences of
immigrants and offers a probability to critically analyze such incidents including identity crisis, immigrant
struggles as long as intergenerational and cross cultural conflict. Nevertheless cross cultural differences
immigrants take on the challenging journey while living in foreign country owing to the fact that they can
misunderstand each other as well as react in ways that can obstruct what are otherwise promising in an
unknown province. When we spotlight on the momentousness of cultural barriers can lead to the loss of
cultural identity. Divakaruni knows that immigrant’s cross cultural conflict arises due to differences in values
and norms of behavior of immigrants from different disciplines. Immigrants put a strain on demean according
to the norms and values of their disciplines, and sometimes they feel loss of traditional practices, ways of living,
scared to reduce social cohesion and society because immigrants are closely connected with their sense of
identity as well as belonging to a community. Due to struggling life diaspora communities feel depression, loss
of identity homesickness and even mental trauma. As an immigrant author Devakaruni knows that conflict is
triggered when there are cultural differences between individuals within the export of communities through
general interaction with one another. Such cross cultural conflict generally occurs in the context that
immigrants are not willing to understand each other’s diversity. They feel themselves separate from a new land
due to different norms, values and social relations. Anita Desai in her novel ‘Cry the Peacock’ examines the
issues of husband-wife relation, in that through she explores the dark psychological realities of Maya. It is a
root cause of psychological issue which brings encounter of immigrants in an alien land by the unconscious side
of dark secret in the transformation of the subject under unbearable mental pressures.

Divakaruni’s Queen of Dreams focuses on immigrant’s encounter in an American country. Rakhi a
young woman living in California while struggling to keep her secure position with her family but her identity
crisis rooted in a foreign and is the cause of the diasporic sense and sensibility. As a second-generation
immigrant she feels isolate from her mother’s past in India along with dream world she inhabits. She came into
the burden of painful secret after mother’s death about her dream journals which comes to open the long closed
secret to her past. She tries to capture her identity after knowing little of Indian cultures but draws inexorably
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into a sometimes painful history. As an immigrant her encounter occurs with the wake of September 111
incident on World Trade Centre in the United States therefore, she has to face new complexities about her
acculturation because of mental shock that is healed by terrorist attack. So people are screaming in terror and
run here and there because of this melancholy. After terrorist attacks, streets are curiously empty, perhaps
everyone inside the house the stock markets are closed and President and his wife moved to an undisclosed
location. Number of buildings collapsing under the weight of their own rubble, thousands of people died in the
tower, so many walls ruined the limerick through smoke, the tremendous devastation occurred in New York
City. As a result of terrorist attacks immigrants’ facial expression shows psychological coping operation to deal
with high level threat of risk as well as harm.

Diaspora communities suffer from traumatic stress of disorders, anxiety and major depression. Such
terrorist attack has a direct impact on diaspora communities due to changes of consequences for the enjoyment
of the right to life, liberty and physical integrity of individuals, especially victims of terrorism. Thus, Rakhi and
her family members destabilize and undermine entire situations, jeopardize peace, security threatens social and
economic progress. As a second generation immigrant, Rakhi and her family became a victim of terrorist attack,
which can lead them to a complicated bereavement with its own elevated risk for depression, self medication
and substance abuse. It affects indirectly Rakhi’s economic instability by creating financial issues. Divakaruni
examines the biggest challenges that diaspora individuals face when they’re living in new land due to lack of
support when they try to receive from their host countries. It tends to impose a financial condition on the
destination countries, especially in the area of social integration and assistance, as well as they may take some
time to find new opportunities. In this way immigrants might establish social networks through work
relationships and find a partner among the majority of population. Many immigrants rely on family and kinship
networks of the same racial or ethnic background to create stability and develop roots in the receiving society.

Conclusions

To put in nutshell, there are several diasporic elements in Divakaruni’s select fiction, including mental
dilemma, sense of loss, and existential crisis. She examines various issues while living in foreign land and
occupies an important place between the outlandish and the culture. She also analyzed immigrants, mental
sufferings, along with emotional anguish and nostalgia for the homeland. Divakaruni’s fiction points on the
existence in diaspora which can be vigorous in view of the fact that individuals have to modify to alternate and
unknown cultures which deal with language barriers, cultural differentiate, terrorist attacks, natural calamities,
etc. However, Diaspora communities show continued involvement to provide a solution to solve their problems
in most circumstances. On the other hand, diasporic identities are shaped in different spaces which are
interconnected and distinct competing. Immigration plays a significant role to establish economic stability
because it can promote multicultural unity in diverse cultures while transforming new knowledge and skills.
Many diaspora communities frequently maintain strong cultural ties to their homeland, and their community
members, such bonds spread to emphasize their membership in their ancestral, ethnic or religious communities.
She has connected a secure place at the Parnassus of Asian diasporic literature that is deeply rooted in cultural
ethos.
